Read these instructions before beginning.
You must follow the installation instructions
for the PolyPro vent system. This is a
supplement to those instructions.

Double Wall PolyPro is NOT designed nor
intended to be used as a Direct Vent System.
Combustion air is not to be routed in the
space around the PolyPro vent pipe. Double
Wall PolyPro may be painted.

PIPE / FITTING ASSEMBLY

Pipe Sections: Slide the PolyPro pipe into the
support disk, and into the metal outer shell.
The PolyPro pipe will be supported on the
disk inside the pipe (Fig.1). When installed,
the PolyPro socket should be level with the
top of the metal outer shell, and the bottom
of the PolyPro pipe should protrude beyond
the metal outer approx 5/8" (15mm). PolyPro
pipe fittings installed inside the double wall
shell, DO NOT REQUIRE LOCKING BANDS.

Elbows - 45°: Insert the PolyPro elbow into
the metal outer shell as shown in Fig.2. For
this component, there is no inner support
disk, the PolyPro pipe will be supported by
the fittings on either side of the elbow.

Elbows - 90°: Insert the PolyPro elbow into
the box as shown in Fig.3. The metal shell
has an internal support for the PolyPro socket
(5"6" has a plate in the box- 8" has a disk).

Adjustable outer sections are available for
both standard pipe sections, and appliance
adapters (Fig.4). Ensure the adjustable outer
shells overlap at least 1" before securing with
screws, and that 5/8" of PolyPro will extend
beyond the metal outer shell at the installed
length. The adjustable sections may be cut
for additional adjustment if required.

When connecting various pipe and fittings
together, ensure the PolyPro pipe gaskets are
in place, the pipe fittings seat firmly into the
adjoining PolyPro section, and the outer twist
lock on the metal shell engages.

PolyPro Double Wall may be installed
horizontally or vertically. IMPORTANT: Follow
the PolyPro single wall instructions for detail
on slope (for Horizontal installations, 3° back
to appliance) and support requirements.

PIPE SUPPORTS- TABLE 2

Supports other than the wall strap must
be secured to the pipe outer wall with
included hardware. Each non-vertical
section of PolyPro Double Wall must be
supported. Vertical exterior sections must
have at least one wall strap per section.
Interior vertical pipe may use a non-wall strap
support where practical. Each elbow must
be supported using elbow straps, metal tape,
or other means deemed suitable to the AHJ
(Authority Having Jurisdiction). Each install
must have a minimum of one wall strap or
one roof support.

Table 3 details recommended dimensions

for wall / ceiling penetrations. Dimensions
are noted for single wall PolyPro Horizontal
penetrations, as well as for Double Wall
PolyPro when the installation requires. Actual
dimensions for Horizontal may vary based on
depth of wall, factoring in slope.

Horizontal Wall Penetration (Fig.7, 8, 9)
When penetrating a wall horizontally with
Double Wall PolyPro, there are two options:

*_Terminate the vent system Horizontally
(Fig.7). Follow the installation instructions
included with PolyPro for details. The internal
wall surface will use a concentric wall plate
for connection to the metal outer pipe.

®_Run the vent system up the exterior wall
and terminate vertically (Fig.8, 9). Fig.8
depicts single wall PolyPro run inside the
structure, which transitions to Double Wall
PolyPro for external use. Fig.9 depicts
Double Wall PolyPro used for the entire vent
length.

For Fig.9, install the vent from appliance to
near the wall penetration. Recommended
to install last horizontal pipe section onto
the 90 degree elbow and then through the
wall, connecting to the vent installed prior.
Support the vertical sections with wall straps
to the external wall surface, each vertical
section needs a support.

Vertical Floor/Ceiling Penetration (Fig.10)
Use wall straps / supports as detailed

earlier and in Table 2. When penetrating
fire rated separations such as ceilings, use

the appropriate fire stop plate, and any
associated fire rated caulking, etc which the
installation may require.

Roof Support is depicted in Fig.11, FireStop
Support shown in Fig.12.

Terminate the vent system above the roof
line as depicted in Fig.8, 9, 10, 13. Flashing is
shown in Fig.14.

You must use only authorized DuraVent /
Security Chimney parts in order to maintain a
safe, listed approved system.

® Do notinstall damaged or modified
parts.

®  Use soapy water to lubricate gaskets.

®  Never use Petroleum base lubricants.

MAINTENANCE

Have your venting system checked annually.
This can be done easily by the same
technician who inspects & services the
appliance. Recommended areas to inspect
are as follows:

- Check areas of the Venting System which
are exposed to the elements for wear or
damage. If damage is found, the components
should be replaced immediately.

- Where possible, look into the Termination
Cap to verify no foreign material is there to
block the vent. Remove any foreign material
found.

- Where practical, inspect joints to verify
that no Pipe Sections or Fittings have been
disturbed, and consequently loosened. Also
check mechanical supports such as Wall
Straps, support plates, etc for rigidity.
